Orientation Refresher for GoToTraining

Before beginning the meeting, the IPPC Secretariat gave an overview of the virtual meeting software connection program Go-To-Meeting (GTM) via the training tool GoToTraining and also noted the etiquette and ground rules for participants to follow during the meeting. 
1.2
Welcome by the IPPC Secretariat
The IPPC Secretariat welcomed the participants to the meeting. In attendance were five members of the Technical Panel on Forest Quarantine (TPFQ), and two members of the IPPC Secretariat.  The other members were unable to attend due to previous engagements.

The Secretariat noted the primary purpose of the meeting was further discussions on the work programme for 2012 and to prepare recommendations to the standards committee meeting in April on how to move forward on various issues.
The panel approved the agenda (see Appendix 1 to this report) and reviewed the documents list (see Appendix 2 to this report).
1.3
Introductions

The meeting participants introduced themselves and agreed to update their contact information on the participants list if necessary (see Appendix 3 to this report).

2.
Updates from the Secretariat and other relevant bodies
The Secretariat provided an informal summary of the decisions and work requests from CPM-6.
The CPM-6 confirmed that three forestry related specifications were removed from the work programme.  Of these standards;

· the International movement of forest tree seeds (2006-032) would be included in the specification for the standard to be developed for the International movement of seed;

· the standard for the Biological control for forest pests (2009-008) would be included in the development of an ISPM for the Biological control for pests;

· the standard for the Forest pest surveys for determination of pest status (2006-030) would be included in the specification for the revision of ISPM 8: Determination of pest status in an area.
The CPM-7 also requested the SC consider whether the topic Wood products and handicrafts made from raw wood (2008-008) should be developed as an annex to the topic Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029).  The TPFQ discussed this issue and considered that these standards covered different pathways and audiences.  A panel member noted that NAPPO had recently adopted a standard for wood products and handicrafts that had taken many years to develop.
The panel recognised that CPM-7 agreed to continue with the development of the dielectric heating treatment in the knowledge that detailed operational guidance will only be able to be developed after the treatment is adopted.  The discussion on this is reported under agenda item 4.
The IPPC Secretariat noted that CPM-7 had revised the standard-setting process.  The changes will likely affect the timing of document submission for country consultation and approval.

It was also noted that the members of the SC had changed, and the TPFQ Steward (Mr Fuxiang Wang) would no longer be a member of the SC.  The TPFQ (by email) extended its greatest thanks for his efforts in supporting the work of the panel, his guidance on many of the issues the panel have faced, and the time he took to get to know the panel; and wished him all the best for his future endeavors.

Update from IFQRG 2011
The Chair of the International Forest Quarantine Research Group (IFQRG) presented an updated joint work programme for TPFQ and IFQRG (2012_TPFQ_Apr_05 and Appendix 4).
3.1
Joint work programme for 2012 
Of the current items listed (2012_TPFQ_Apr_05 and Appendix 4):

1. A document on the efficacy of heat treatment against wood pests was being prepared for NAPPO.  This document will be prepared for review by IFQRG in September 2012 then by NAPPO.  When this process is completed it will be submitted to the TPFQ. (ACTION: Eric Allen).

Discussion/status on Dielectric heat treatment for IPSM 15
Based on the CPM-7 (2012) decision that “continue with the development of this treatment in the knowledge that detailed operational guidance will only be able to be developed after the treatment is adopted”: the TPFQ agreed to support the TPPT efforts to develop, as far as is currently possible, guidance material on the application dielectric heating on wood.  The guidance material should be prepared for the November 2012 SC meeting.

ACTION: The Secretariat to confirm with Shane Sela that he will act as the TPFQ representative on the TPPT lead working group developing the guidance material for dielectric heating.

Discussion/status on IPSM 15 Treatment Criteria
5.1
Steward’s comments (first page)
The TPFQ reviewed and commented on the Steward’s comments to the country submissions on the draft annex to ISPM 15 (2009): Treatment Criteria (2012_TPFQ_Apr_06).  TPFQ considered that the options paper was required with recommendations to the SC to identify a way forward to resolve the identified issues.

ACTION: The Secretariat would report on TPFQs responses to the Steward’s comments to the SC meeting in May. 
5.2
Working Group(s) for resolving issues
The TPFQ considered the development of an SC paper outlining the advantages and disadvantages of two possible methods for treatment development for treatments to be considered for inclusion in ISPM 15 (2009) (2012_TPFQ_Apr_08).  The panel considered this paper should be completed in time for the November 2012 SC meeting.
6.
Work Programme for 2012
TPFQ discussed the outstanding items on the work programme.  The HT and MB explanatory documents/guidelines would be presented for review to the TPFQ at a later meeting.
ACTION: The Secretariat will review the work programme and report back to the next panel meeting.
7.
Recommendations to the SC
Note that TPFQ recommends that the topic Wood products and handicrafts made from raw wood (2008-008) should remain separate from the topic Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029).

Agree to the TPFQ work programme for 2012:

· updating the ISPM 15: 2002 explanatory documents to be in line with ISPM 15:2009 regarding methyl bromide treatment and heat treatments

· revision of the draft ISPM on Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029)
· development of a SC paper outlining the advantages and disadvantages of two possible methods for treatment development for treatments to be considered for inclusion in ISPM 15 and

· development guidance material on the application of ISPM 15 treatments.

At its next virtual meeting, the panel will discuss the informal report from the SC and SC7 meetings in April.  Based on the SC decisions, the panel will discuss and agree the work programme for 2012/13.
