HARMONIZATION OF PESTICIDE REGULATIONS 
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Introduction 
 
The meeting on the harmonization of pesticide regulations in Eastern and Southern Africa marks the beginning of the implementation phase of CPI’s strategic plan for the control of pesticide management in the different subregions of the continent. 
After the setting up of a harmonized system of pesticide management in West Africa through the Sahelian Pesticides Committee (SPC) and in Central Africa by the Central Africa Pesticides Committee (CAPC), the process of harmonization of pesticide regulations in Eastern and Southern Africa was launched at the meeting of 18th to 20th February 2009 in Addis Ababa in Ethiopia.  

 
This meeting was part of the implementation of IAPSC’s work programs for 2008 whose execution had been delayed by the late provision of funds.
 
 
Background

With regional integration growing increasingly between countries, pesticide management failings in a country undoubtedly affect its neighbours, given often uncontrolled cross-border movements. It is not uncommon for a pesticide banned or not yet approved in a country to be found in another owing to population movements. It is therefore appropriate that the assessment procedures, certification and use of pesticides are harmonised. 

In addition, the international market is becoming more demanding in terms of phytosanitary standards, especially as regards the maximum residue limits. At the same time, within states, the management of chemicals is often deficient because of the multiplicity of decision-making centres and the poor communication and consultation mechanisms. Mutual reinforcement would benefit all countries so that they can comply with the standards and therefore access international trade of agricultural products.
 

The objectives of the meeting 
The initiative of the IAPSC was to bring together countries in Eastern and Southern Africa to share their experiences and harmonize procedures to be implemented in the management of pesticides. In this perspective, information exchange, awareness and training are essential aspects that need focus to achieve a concerted view on the harmonization of procedures for the management of pesticides.
Progress of work 

The meeting began with welcoming remarks by the Director of IAPSC, Dr. Gérard Jean Mezui M'Ella, to country delegates and invited experts. In his speech, the Director of the IAPSC was keen to point  out that by organizing this meeting, the IAPSC wanted to endorse the resolutions of the member countries of the African Union at its different General Meetings. As an illustration, he cited those of Yamoussoukro in 2002 and Dakar in 2004 which led to the option of the African Common Strategy for Plant Protection. They recommended the enhancement and strengthening of regulations and procedures for homologation and monitoring, the harmonization of such regulations in the context of subregional integration, stating that the AU- IAPSC should play a decisive role for facilitation or stimulation and encouragement. 

The IAPSC Director’s speech was followed by the official opening of the meeting by Dr. Edson Mpyisi, Acting Director of the Department of Rural Economy and Agriculture, representing her Excellency Mrs Tumusiime Rhoda Peace, Commissioner of Rural Economy and Agriculture. He said that the workshop would focus on the issue of harmonization of pesticide regulations in Eastern and Southern Africa with the aim of preventing or mitigating the harmful effects of pesticides on the environment, on human health, and to control their use. 

The workshop discussions, he added, would make for a better understanding of the constraints related to pesticides and develop prospects for their management in the countries represented. He called on all experts and participants to combine their efforts to reach a consensus on the harmonization process of pesticides in the subregions. Then, he declared the meeting officially open.
Presentation of work program 

The work program presented by Dr. Abd El-Fattah Amer Mabrouk of IAPSC was adopted (Annex 2) after a few adjustments caused by the absence of some presenters. 

Experts’  Presentations 

Moderator: Dr. Abd El-Fattah Amer Mabrouk, Senior Scientific Secretary – Entomology IAPSC. 
Taken as preliminaries on this occasion, three presentations of experts developed several salient aspects of the harmonization of pesticide regulations. These were:

1- « EFFECT OF PESTICIDES ON INTERNATIONAL TRADE AND IMPORTANCE OF USING BIO PESTICIDES», presented by Prof. Nabil H.H. Bashir. Faculty of Agricultural Sciences; University of Gezira Sudan.
2- « GLOBAL HARMONIZATION OF PESTICIDES REGULATIONS REQUIREMENTS », presented by Prof. Salah A. Soliman; Egyptian Ministry of Agriculture (Dokki, Giza).
3- « INTERNATIONAL CODE OF CONDUCT ON THE DISTRIBUTION AND USE OF PESTICIDES », prepared by FAO/SFE and presented by Prof. Jean Baptiste Bahama, IAPSC’s Senior Scientific Secretary – Phytopathology. 
Country Presentations 
To explain the different pesticides management systems, thirteen presentations formed the core of the meeting program. Taking the floor, the country delegates in turn provided insights on the following aspects: 
· Government acts 
- National regulations 
- Constraints and 
- Prospects for pesticide management in their respective countries.
The following findings emerged from these presentations: 

- Pesticide management Systems are different from one country to another; 
- Efforts by some countries are regularly negated by other least developed countries; 
- Among the COMESA and SADC member countries, there are agreements on free trade, which are not sufficiently explicit regarding the pesticides exchange procedures; 
- Control of movement and use of pesticides in the two subregions is essential to avoid irreversible damage caused by misuse for animal health and the environment;
- Eastern and Southern Africa countries agreed on more than 80% of the activities, regulations, and concepts in their laws. 

The last day of the meeting was devoted to the summary of various statements and positions expressed by the participants.
 The documents to facilitate the harmonization process were prepared. They are:
- Three forms to serve as a basic document in the harmonization process (Annexes 3-5) 
- A questionnaire was prepared and distributed to participants to be must completed and returned to IAPSC. 
- A harmonization process follow-up committee was set up: 
Composition of the committee 
1) Prof. Salah Soliman; Expert 
2) Prof. Nabil Bashir of Sudan
3) the representative of Kenya 
4) the representative of Madagascar

5) the representative of Burundi and 
6) Dr. Abdel Fattah  Amer IAPSC as a member. 
Recommendations of the meeting

Pending the harmonization of pesticides regulations in the two sub regions; the following recommendations were made:  
· Encourage responsible and generally accepted trade practices
· Countries should establish regulatory controls on the quality and suitability of pesticide products needed in that country to promote the judicious and efficient use of such products and address the potential risks associated with their use;

· Promote practices which reduce risks in the handling of pesticides, including minimizing adverse effects on humans and the environment and preventing accidental poisoning resulting from improper handling

· Countries should adopt the “life-cycle” concept to address all major aspects related to the development, regulation, production, management, packaging, labelling, distribution, handling, application, use and control, including post registration activities and disposal of all types of pesticides, including used pesticide containers;

· Industry should provide, with each package of pesticide, information and instructions in a form and language adequate to ensure effective use and reduce risks during handling;

· Companies/industry  should be  capable of providing effective technical support, backed up by full product stewardship to field level, including advice on disposal of pesticides and used pesticide containers, if necessary

· Industry/companies  should ensure that each pesticide and pesticide product is adequately and effectively tested by recognized procedures and test methods so as to fully evaluate its efficacy, behaviour, fate, hazard and risk with regard to the various anticipated conditions in regions or countries of use;

· ensure that such tests are conducted in accordance with sound scientific procedures and the principles of good laboratory practice (GLP);

· provide advice and assistance in the training of technical staff involved in the relevant analytical work. Formulators should actively support this effort;

· conduct residue trials prior to marketing, at least in accordance with Codex Alimentarius and FAO guidelines on good analytical practice and on crop residue data in order to provide a basis for establishing appropriate MRLs.

· Each country should possess or have access to facilities to verify and exercise control over the quality of pesticides offered for sale or export, to establish the quantity of the a.i. or ingredients and the suitability of their formulation, according to FAO or WHO specifications, when available.

· Pesticide industry and governments should collaborate in post-registration surveillance or conducting monitoring studies to determine the fate of pesticides and their health and environmental effects under field conditions.

· Industry must provide national regulatory authorities with any new or updated information that could change the regulatory status of the pesticide, as soon as it becomes available

· All pesticides and devices imported into our countries must
1. Comply with our pesticide acts 

            2. Be registered with authorized bodies 

            3. Not be adulterated or otherwise volatile, 

            4. Properly labelled. 

The closing ceremony 
Three speeches marked the closing ceremony: 

1) The speech of Prof. Nabil Bashir allowed him to present the results of
the meeting. 
  
2) During her speech, Ms. Lantoarimaka  Erosoanandraina, on behalf of the participants, thanked the IAPSC for initiating such an important meeting. She also thanked the experts for their relevant presentations and for focused discussions. She promised on behalf of the participants to comply with the code of conduct and various international conventions and especially to try to impose in their respective national committees. To conclude, Ms. Erosoanandraina invited the IAPSC to continue its search for a harmonized regulation of pesticides in Africa.  

3) In his closing speech, Dr. Abebe Haile Gebrel, Acting Director of the Rural Economy and Agriculture, thanked participants for honoring the invitation and for finding time and energies for effective participation in this meeting. He also appreciated their commitment to supporting the process of harmonizing the regulation of pesticides started in these subregions. He reiterated that the misuse of pesticides has serious consequences on the continent. Given the importance of establishing a harmonized management of pesticides in the two subregions, the Acting Director recommended immediate implementation of recommendations from the meeting, and formally declared the meeting closed.

Harmonization of Pesticide Registration Workshop

Addis Ababa, February 18-20, 2009

Questionnaire to be Completed by a Pesticide Regulatory Authority Representative toward African Harmonization of Pesticide Registration

Background:

Every year new pesticides are introduced to the global market. Before these new products are granted approval, distributed, and made available to users they must be rigorously assessed by government’s authorities to ensure that they meet current health, environment and safety standards. Older pesticides already on the market are also re-evaluated to guarantee that they continue meeting these standards. This process of pesticide regulatory review and registration is mostly carried out by each country and hence is often duplicative and resource-intensive. 

Since the late 1980s, many countries have agreed to work jointly through bilateral or multilateral programs to harmonize approaches to pesticide registrations and maximum residue level (MRL) standard setting. This process is critical in order to help governments work jointly to evaluate the risks of individual pesticides more quickly and thoroughly, and ensure the smooth flow of global trade.

These “work-share” programs allow experts from collaborating countries, and sometimes from invited countries, to discuss, share and combine their knowledge, expertise, methods, findings and processes. As an outcome, these governments are able to approve the introduction of much safer, effective products to the market and replace more hazardous ones more quickly and efficiently. This also results in an increase of the number of pesticide products that are available to specialty crop growers worldwide, and facilitates the global harmonization of pesticide MRLs by supporting Codex as the common standard.

A common problem that African countries face (as well as other developing countries) is that we have not been able to actively participate in these global work-share programs. One reason for this lack of participation is because African countries have not yet been able to define common priorities, obstacles, and needs, and have not yet pooled our resources or local expertise to pursue our common goals. 

It is proposed that over the next 2-3 years, African countries develop a strategy and work together to strengthen pesticide regulatory procedures and MRL standards.  This will help African countries to proactively participate in global programs and international standard setting meetings, such as the Codex Committee on Pesticide Residues (CCPR) necessary for establishing common positions. 

This questionnaire will help determine where we are and help direct our future collaborations. Your contribution and participation in this effort is greatly appreciated. 

Our vision:

Building upon what has already been bilaterally or multilaterally achieved, we believe that, through strengthened cooperation, we will be able to achieve the following:

1- Acceptable levels and standards of protection to humans, animals and the environment, and ensure that health and safety are further enhanced and promoted.

2- Data requirements (dossiers) for pesticidal agents and their registration submission are coordinated globally by all stakeholders so that work- sharing between regulatory authorities in collaborating countries can be maximized.

3- Regulatory systems for pesticides will be harmonized to the extent that data reviews for pesticides are prepared in a standardized format on a national or regional basis that can be used to support independent risk assessments and regulatory decisions made in other countries or regions. .

4- Benefits derived from work-sharing and the experiences gained through the work of multinational, regional  and international working bodies on pesticides (EU, NAFTA, OECD, JMPR, etc.) are utilized by all interested countries, especially developing countries, to promote efficient management of their pesticide regulatory systems.

How can this be achieved?

· Preparing and adopting a unified dossier format to be used by registrants when submitting data required to identify a product and its risks.

· Making available  national , regional, multilateral and international databases listing or prioritizing schedules for regulatory reviews of pesticides to all countries so that a government receiving a request and  planning a review can identify if others have also reviewed the pesticide or who is planning to review it. For instance, OECD has a review schedule for more than 1300 active ingredients – about 20% of them are pesticides posted on its public database.

What are the benefits? 

1- Reducing time and cost to both governments and industries by not duplicating tedious, costly and time consuming preparations, retesting and reevaluating common and integral data and reports.

2-  Quickly but efficiently introducing safer pesticide products and replacing the more hazardous ones in the market.

3- This will help governments to more efficiently and effectively protect human health and the environment while similarly protecting plant health and thus agricultural production.

4- It will also facilitate movements of agricultural, food and feed products across national and international borders. 

How do we start?

Representatives of some African Union countries attended the Pesticides Harmonization of Pesticide Registration Workshop held in Addis Ababa, African Union from 18-20 February, 2009. At the meeting, the need to begin regulatory harmonization of pesticide standards and registration procedures among African countries was discussed and suggested that a practical starting point would be to concentrate on finding and evaluating what we have already in common. In order to take the first step forward, we are planning to collect and then analyze each country’s regulatory status on pesticides, and use this information to develop a strategy to prioritize needs and initiate dialogs for regulatory harmonization. More than 14 countries are being asked here to share information on their pesticide regulation processes and types and quantities currently used in their countries. Collected information will be comparatively analyzed to come up with the level of pesticide use in the region and a set of needs and requirements that represent a common frame acceptable in all countries.

This initiative was proposed and fully supported by the representative participants at the pesticide harmonization meeting in Addis Ababa, and it was recognized that broad and full support from more African countries would be critical to its success.
