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Draft Specification

Title: Guidelines for regulating stored products in international trade.
Reason for the standard: In international trade, storage products may be a pathway for introducing and spreading regulated pests to new areas. A standard is needed to harmonize the regulation of stored products.
Scope and purpose: The standard will describe the types of pests and associated phytosanitary measures for stored products.
Tasks: The expert working group (EWG) should:
1. Provide specific guidance to help determine the risk for each type of stored product.
2. Set up a method to identify the processes and associated risks stored products go through from export to import. 
3. Describe the general storage environment for a particular commodity (location, general hygiene, stacking, bagging, moisture content etc.).

4. Identify suitable storage conditions for different types of stored products.
5. Categorize the types of stored products and list the associated pests. 
6. Show how the differences in transportation affect the storage characteristics of different commodities. 
7. Identify the types of pests associated with different types of stored products. 
8. Specify which storage treatments and handling are suitable for different stored commodities.

Provision of resources: Funding is provided by the regular programme of the IPPC Secretariat (FAO) except where expert participation is voluntarily funded by the expert’s government.

Expertise: 5-7 international phytosanitary and storage experts that have expertise in phytosanitary regulation and relevant aspects of other standards and draft standards.
