Orientation Refresher for GoToTraining

Before beginning the meeting, the IPPC Secretariat gave an overview of the virtual meeting software connection program Go-To-Meeting (GTM) via the training tool GoToTraining and also noted the etiquette and ground rules for participants to follow during the meeting.

Welcome by the IPPC Secretariat
The IPPC Secretariat welcomed the participants to the meeting. In attendance were seven members of the Technical Panel on Forest Quarantine (TPFQ) including two Stewards from the Standards Committee, and two members of the IPPC Secretariat.  The other member was unable to attend due to previous engagements.

The Secretariat noted the primary purpose of the meeting was further discussions on the work programme for 2012/13 and to discuss the draft ISPM for the Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029).
The panel approved the agenda (see Appendix 1 to this report) and reviewed the documents list (see Appendix 2 to this report).

The meeting participants introduced themselves and agreed to update their contact information on the participants list if necessary (see Appendix 3 to this report).
1.4
Review and Agree Record of last Virtual Meeting

The panel members present reviewed and agreed to the record of the April Virtual Meeting of the TPFQ (2012_TPFQ_Apr_20012_04_02_Meeting Report).
2.
Updates from the Secretariat and other relevant bodies
The Secretariat provided an informal summary of the decisions and work requests from the April meetings of the Standards Committee (SC) and sub-committee (SC7).
The SC:
· Decided that Annex 1 to ISPM 15, Approved treatments associated with wood packaging material (2006-011), would go from the SC-7 to the substantial concerns commenting period.

· Decided, because of the residual concerns about practical implementation, to change the status for the dielectric heating treatment as an annex to ISPM 28:2007 (Heat treatment of wood packaging material using dielectric heat (2007-114)) to pending, waiting for more detailed operational guidance.

· Removed, Methyl iodide fumigation for Bursaphelenchus xylophilus and Coleoptera: Cerambycidae of wood packaging material (2007-116) from the List of Topics for IPPC standards.
· Noted the joint work programme with the IPPC Secretariat and IFQRG to support the work of the TPFQ.

· Noted the reports from the two virtual meetings of the TPFQ (23 February and 2 April 2012).
· Discussed the CPM request to consider whether the topic Wood products and handicrafts made from raw wood (2008-008) should be an annex to the draft standard on Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029) and decided to postpone the decision until the specification is presented to the SC.

· Agreed to the TPFQ work plan for 2012, without the topic Wood products and handicrafts made from raw wood (2008-008).

The SC subcommittee (SC7) made a number of changes to the text of the ISPM 15:2009 draft revision of Annex 1 Approved treatments associated with wood packaging material (2006-011), and invited the SC to:

· Consider recommending to the CPM the ISPM 15:2009 draft revision of Annex 1 Approved treatments associated with wood packaging material (2006-011).

· Consider, at the revision ISPM 15:2009, adding text that the NPPO approves all treatment providers, including those providing MeBr treatments.

· Consider adding the issue of a possible interference of high moisture content in various types of woods used as wood packaging from tropical climates to the penetration and efficacy of MeBr treatments to the TPFQ and/or TPPT work programs for further study.
The panel discussed the summary reports from the SC and SC7 and came to the following conclusions:

· The TPFQ once again considered a standard for Wood products and handicrafts made from raw wood (2008-008) should remain separate from the standard for the Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029).  A link to the NAPPO standard RSPM 38 Importation of certain wooden and bamboo commodities into a NAPPO member country was provided in support of the TPFQ view that this stould be a stand-alone standard: http://www.nappo.org/en/data/files/download/Standards/RSPM38-22-02-12-e.pdf
ACTION: The TPFQ Steward agreed to note the TPFQ view on this matter to the SC
· The TPFQ discussed the issue raised by the SC7 on the potential detrimental affects of (high) moisture content on the efficacy of methyl bromide fumigation.  Advice provided to the SC7 from International Forest Quarantine Research Group (IFQRG) and TPFQ suggested that this was unlikely to be a significant issue in trade, however work on this issue would be included in the IFQRG and TPFQ work programmes (subject to SC approval in the case of the TPFQ).

ACTION: The TPFQ Steward would ensure the SC, at a June e-meeting, considers adding consideration of moisture content and methyl bromide fumigation to the TPFQ task list.

ACTION: A work item on the effects of high moisture content on the efficacy of methyl bromide fumigation be added to the IFQRG work programme (Eric Allen).

The panel also briefly discussed the suggestion of a possible symposium at the next CPM meeting (CPM 8 - March 2013) on “probit 9” treatment efficacy.

Update on the IFQRG/TPFQ work programme 2012
There were no changes to the joint work programme (see Appendix 3).

IFQRG 10 (2012) meeting announcement
The Chair of the IFQRG noted the meeting announcement for IFQRG 10 in 2012 (2012_TPFQ_May_07).  The agenda for this meeting was under development and the IFQRG Chair invited suggestions for the agenda from TPFQ members.
ACTION: The TPFQ to consider possible agenda items for the next meeting of IFQRG, and forward these to Allen.

Replacement Steward
The issue of a replacement Steward for the work topic on ISPM 15 treatment criteria will be resolved at an upcoming SC meeting.
6.
Work Programme for 2012
The TPFQ discussed the work programme for 2012/13 (2012_TPFQ_May_09).  The TPFQ agreed to the following items and scheduling for the 2012/13 work programme:
· The HT guidance material would be delivered later than the other guidance documents due to work commitments of the author.

· The draft standard on Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029) would be re-drafted for consideration at the SC meeting in November 2012.

ACTION: Sela, with support from Allen, will redraft the wood standard (as discussed in item 6.5 below) for discussion at the July Virtual Meeting of TPFQ.
· As discussed in earlier TPFQ meetings, a background paper would be required to support any further work on the ISPM 15 Treatment Criteria.  This paper would need to be completed and submitted to the SC before the IFQRG meeting in September.  It was considered that if IFQRG had further comments to make, they could be submitted independently to the SC for consideration.

ACTION: The Secretariat will adjust the work programme as directed by TPFQ, post on the IPP, and circulate the link to TPFQ members.

The Draft ISPM for the Movement of Wood
The draft ISPM for the Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029) (2012_TPFQ_May_05) was discussed.  The outstanding issues within the text included the following:
· Woodchip size (3cm): what evidence is there for the relevance of this size of wood chip to pest risks in international trade?

· Tables in the Appendices: are they communicating the information they need to?  What other more effective way can we communicate the differences in pest risks between wood types?
The panel discussed these issues along with other potentially new information regarding pest risks from wood.  Information regarding the spread of pine wood nematode (PWN) between wood and the role of vectors in pine wilt disease caused by PWN (as an example) should also be considered.
ACTION: The TPFQ to review the text of the draft ISPM and pass on any suggested alterations/additions to Sela for consideration.
7.
Recommendations to the SC
Note that TPFQ recommends that the topic Wood products and handicrafts made from raw wood (2008-008) should remain separate from the topic Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029).

At its next virtual meeting, the panel will discuss the revised draft ISPM on Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029) and other items on the agreed work programme for 2012/13.
