AGRIQUALITY WOOD PACKAGING PROGRAM

Objective 

To provide an official program to enable NZ exporters to use packaging that meets the requirements of the International Standard for a Phytosanitary Measure (ISPM 15) “Guidelines for regulating wood packaging material used in international trade”.  Under this standard, suppliers, manufacturers and repairers of relevant wood packaging material may be authorised to apply the registered IPPC mark (approved by MAF) to each article attesting that it meets recognised phytosanitary (plant health) requirements.

Definition of “Wood Packaging Material”

For the purposes of this Program, “relevant wood packaging material” is defined as wood packaging material in the form of pallets, crates, boxes, cable drums, or similar articles used in supporting, protecting or carrying a commodity which are comprised either in whole or in part of unprocessed wood. “Processed wood” is material constructed using glue, heat or pressure, or any combination thereof.

Summary Conditions for Accreditation.
1. A registration fee $200 plus GST ($225.00) is payable at the time of application.  Please forward your cheque, made payable to AgriQuality, with this form. All applications will be acknowledged with an invoice. Following successful audit and accreditation applicants will then receive notification of registration number.  This number must appear, without any alterations, additions or deletions in the stamp or mark applied to wood packaging material produced under the Program.

2. Before approval to apply the Program mark to your products is given, an initial assessment will need to be carried out to ensure that you are able and willing to meet all of the requirements of the Program, as set out in ‘The AgriQuality Wood Packaging Program -Guidelines’.  This assessment, and all ongoing compliance audits, will be carried out by AgriQuality Forestry Assessors.

3. Following the successful conclusion of your assessment, AgriQuality will issue you with a Certificate of Registration and approval to use the MAF approved mark.  This must be displayed where it will be visible to visitors to the premises.  It shall remain valid until either you notify AgriQuality that you wish to withdraw from the Program, or your approval to use the mark is suspended or withdrawn because of non-compliance with the requirements of the Program.

4. A separate application must be made for each production site operated by the company and each production site shall be liable to separate assessment.

5. Fumigation companies may choose whether to make a single application to cover all of their operations, or separate applications for each unit.  Approval and certification to apply the MAF mark at more than one production site will be made at the discretion of MAF Biosecurity Forestry.
6. By making an application to join the Program, applicants undertake to comply with
7.  the requirements set out in accompanying Guidelines Information Sheet, together with any amendments thereto.

8. By making an application to join the Program, applicants declare that they are ready to undergo an initial assessment of their ability to meet all requirements of the Program. Authorisation to apply the MAF approved mark will not be given until applicants have successfully completed the initial assessment and appropriately resolved any non-compliances.
9. New participants in the Program shall be required to undertake re-assessment audits in the first year of operation on the schedule detailed below:

Assessment no.2 - 2 months after initial assessment

Assessment no.3 - 4 months after no.2

Participants will then permanently be audited on a six-monthly schedule. 

AgriQuality shall notify participants not less than one week before an audit is due.  In the event that the participant fails to have an audit carried out by the due date, AgriQuality shall notify the participant that their approval to use the Program mark has been withdrawn and shall require the return of the certificate.
