Re: Fast-track standard setting process member consultation
Dear Sir/Madam,

Please find attached fourteen draft phytosanitary treatments submitted through the fast-track standard setting process. These draft phytosanitary treatments, once adopted, will be included in Annex 1 of ISPM No. 28 (Phytosanitary treatments for regulated pests). Draft treatments were submitted by National Plant Protection Organizations (NPPOs) and Regional Plant Protection Organizations (RPPOs) and then evaluated by the Technical Panel on Phytosanitary Treatments (TPPT). The Standards Committee have reviewed these draft treatments and have approved them for member consultation.
The draft phytosanitary treatments are:

· Irradiation treatment for Anastrepha obliqua (2007-Draft-Treatment-01)
· Irradiation treatment for Anastrepha ludens (2007-Draft-Treatment-02)
· Irradiation treatment for Anastrepha serpentina (2007-Draft-Treatment-03)
· Irradiation treatment for Bactrocera jarvisi (2007-Draft-Treatment-04)
· Irradiation treatment for Bactrocera tryoni (2007-Draft-Treatment-05)
· Irradiation treatment for Conotrachelus nenuphar (2007-Draft-Treatment-06)
· Irradiation treatment for Cydia pomonella (2007-Draft-Treatment-07)
· Irradiation treatment for Cylas formicarius elegantulus (2007-Draft-Treatment-08)
· Irradiation treatment for Euscepes postfasciatus (2007-Draft-Treatment-09)
· Irradiation treatment for fruit flies of the family Tephritidae (generic) (2007-Draft-Treatment-10)

· Irradiation treatment for Grapholita molesta (2007-Draft-Treatment-11)
· Irradiation treatment for Grapholita molesta under hypoxia (2007-Draft-Treatment-12)
· Irradiation treatment for Omphisa anastomosalis (2007-Draft-Treatment-13) and
· Irradiation treatment for Rhagoletis pomonella (2007-Draft-Treatment-14).
To assist members in their review process, a summary report of the TPPT’s evaluation of the draft phytosanitary treatments is attached. When reviewing the draft treatments, please use the information provided in Section 2 of the summary report (General considerations for irradiation treatment submissions) and the relevant sub-section of Section 3 of the summary report (Detailed considerations for each specific treatment submission) for each individual draft treatment.
The fast-track standard setting process (attached), under which these draft phytosanitary treatments are submitted, was adopted by ICPM-6 (2004) to facilitate the quick review of technical standards. If no formal objection is received on a treatment after 100 days then the treatment will be included on the agenda of the next session of the Commission on Phytosanitary Measures for adoption without discussion. If one or more formal objections are received during the 100 day consultation period, the Secretariat will try to resolve the issue(s) with the country(ies) concerned.
It would be appreciated if you would undertake your national and regional consultative process to review these treatments. If you have a formal objection, please submit it to the IPPC Secretariat in writing and endeavour to liaise with the Secretariat to try and resolve the issue. The official deadline is 31 January 2008.
