	As drafted, does not allow for expressions such as “5 fruit fly per square kilometre”.  ‘Other defined population’ does not seem to cover an area (eg South Island of NZ) or adequately define a glasshouse or other specialised area of production.

	Incidence of a pest below which no action is taken specified as a threshold for action to control that pest or to prevent its spread or introduction. 
	Tolerance is a threshold for “no action”.  The definition should not limit the action to be taken if it is exceeded.

	Specimen from a population of a specific organism, from a population of that organism, conserved and accessible for the purpose of identification, verification or comparison.
	The draft proposed definition is ambiguous in that it is not clear whether it is the specimen or the population that is being conserved.  Therefore, rewording is proposed in order to make the definition for “reference specimen” clear, without ambiguity as to what is conserved and accessible.  This clause must be fully separated by commas from the rest of the definition in order to avoid any ambiguities. Not fully separating this clause by a comma as shown can result in confusion as to whether the individual is being conserved, or whether the population is being conserved rather in the sense of ecological or environmental conservation.
