Background information on draft International Standards for Phytosanitary Measures (ISPMs) submitted for member consultation, June 2009
In May 2009, the Standards Committee approved six draft ISPMs for member consultation (20 June - 30 September 2009). The report of the SC (May 2009) gives details about the main items of discussion, and is available on the International Phytosanitary Portal (IPP) at: https://www.ippc.int/id/13402 .

1 – Diagnostic Protocol for Thrips palmi 

The diagnostic protocol for Thrips palmi was added to the work programme by the SC in November 2004. CPM-1 (2006) added it to the IPPC Standard setting process. The draft  was sent for member consultation in June 2007 through the fast track process. The Secretariat sought guidance from CPM-3 (2008) on how to proceed concerning the formal objections received and as a result, the CPM-3 moved this draft into the special process.  The draft text was reviewed by the TPDP in June 2008 and was sent to the SC by email for clearance prior to a second round of member consultation.

2 – Eight cold treatments for fruit flies

The cold treatments were added to the work programme by the SC in May 2006. At its meeting in December 2007, the TPPT evaluated 15 treatment submissions and recommended eight cold treatments to the SC. The cold treatment of Citrus limon for Ceratitis capitata however was returned to the TPPT by the SC for further clarification. After consensus was reached by email following the SC meeting in May 2009 and text was added, it was decided by the SC to send the treatment for member consultation along with the 7 other cold treatments through the special process in June 2009.

3 & 4- Revision of ISPM No. 7: Export certification system and ISPM 12: Guidelines for phytosanitary certificates
The two revisions were added to the work programme by CPM-1 (2006). The drafting group met in February 2008 in Fish Camp, California and the draft was submitted for review by the SC in May 2009. It was approved for member consultation through the regular process in June 2009.

5- Draft ISPM: Design and operation of post-entry quarantine stations

The topic of Post-entry quarantine facilities was added to the standard setting work programme by ICPM-6  (2004). An expert working group was held in May 2005 in Clermont Ferrand, France. The SC reviewed the draft at its May 2006 meeting and considered that the standard should be redrafted. The SC gave guidance and comments to the steward, who further modified the draft. The text was redrafted by SC-7 in May 2008 and approved by the SC in May 2009 for member consultation.

6- Glossary of phytosanitary terms (Amendment to ISPM No. 5)

In its meeting in 2008, CPM-3 requested the Technical Panel for the Glossary to consider further the definition for beneficial organism and whether the term should be maintained in the Glossary of Phytosanitary Terms. In the SC meeting of November 2008, the TPG proposed that the term beneficial organism be withdrawn from the Glossary. The SC approved the proposal to be sent for member consultation in June 2009.
